M o re  than 2000  ca lls  have  been  rece ived  from  the public, offering in form ation to he lp 
de te ctive s  investiga ting  the m urders o f three prostitu tes in the county.

Be tw een  Sam  and  11pm ye s te rd ay  (Tuesday , D e cem b e r 12), Su ffo lk  C o n s tab u la ry  re ce ived  
2 199  ca lls .

A n d  the C o n s tab u la ry  is getting support from  fo rce s  a c ro s s  the E as te rn  R eg ion  to he lp  form  the 
la rgest enqu iry  team  in the fo rce ’s  history.

M o re  than 30 o ffice rs  have  a lready  been  drafted in -  and m ore a re  cu rren tly  be ing  drafted in 
through the nationa l m utual a id agreem ents.

T h e se  in c lude  enqu iry  team  o fficers, F IO LM E S  indexers, docum ent re ade rs  and exh ib it 
officers.

D e tective  C h ie f Supe rin tenden t S tew art Gu ll, head  o f Su ffo lk  C o n s tab u la ry ’s  C rim e  
M anagem en t Departm ent, sa id: “T h e  re sp o n se  from  the pub lic  to our a p p ea ls  fo r in form ation 
h a s  been  m ass ive .

“O u r ta sk  now  is to sift through th is vast vo lum e o f in form ation to p rio ritise  our enqu ir ie s  into 
the se  m urders.

“Flowever, it is v ita lly  im portant that peop le  con tinue  to ring in if they have  inform ation. In each  
o f the three m urder enqu iries, w e have  a s ign ifican t gap  betw een  w hen  the w om en  w ere  last 
se en  and  the d isco ve ry  o f the ir bod ies.

“W e  need  to find out w he re  the se  w om en  w e re  betw een  the se  times.

“W e  a re  getting good  support from  the public, m ed ia  and  co lle ag u e s  in o ther fo rce s  and I w ou ld  
like to extend my thanks to them. A n  e xam p le  o f th is is a £250 ,000  rew ard -  appa ren tly  the 
la rgest rew ard e ve r -  w h ich  h a s  been  put up by the N ew s o f the W o rld  new spaper.
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“This is a huge enquiry -  but the extra help could make a crucial difference.

“However, local people can be reassured that we are, of course, still providing our 
normal day-to-day policing service, alongside these major investigations.”

The bodies of the two women found yesterday evening remain at the scene, which is 
cordoned off.

They were found naked, approximately 150 metres apart, on rough ground near the 
village of Levington.

They are likely to remain at this location, protected from the elements to preserve 
evidence, for some time until they are transferred to Ipswich Hospital for Home Office 
post mortem examinations.

It is unlikely that their identities will be confirmed today.

Overnight, police received three reports of prostitutes missing in the area.

As a result of police enquiries, all have been traced and are safe and well.

Det Chief Supt Gull added: “ It is important that if anyone has concerns for the safety of a 
prostitute in Ipswich, that they contact us immediately so that we can make enquiries to 
trace them.

“We continue to work closely with Ipswich Borough Council, Suffolk County Council, the 
Community Drugs Team, and the County Drug and Alcohol Action Team -  and there are 
outreach workers on the ground who are supporting local prostitutes.”
