When entering into, transactions with third parties the 
BBC faces the risk of being unwittingly used as part of a 
money laundering arrangement. Money laundering is 
the process by which the proceeds of crime are converted 
into assets which-appear to have legitimate origin. It is 
not always oblivious and does not always involve cash.
