The BBC respects privacy and does not infringe it without good 
reason, wherever in the world it is operating. The Human Rights Act 
1998 gives protection to the privacy of individuals, and private 
information about them, but balances that with a broadcaster's right 
to freedom pf expression. In regulation, the Ofcom Broadcasting 
Code states "Any infringement of privacy in programmes, or in 
connection with obtaining matehal included in programmes, must be 
warranted,"

Meeting these ethical/ regulatory anid legal obligations in our output 
requires consideratiori of the balance between privacy and our right 
to broadcast information in the public interest. We rhust be able to 
demonstrate why an infringement of privacy is justified.

An infringement is considered in two stages/ requiring justifications 
for both the gathering and the broadcasting of material where there 
is a legitimate expectation of privacy.

Secret Recording for News and Factual Output

7 .4 .1 3  Secret recording must be justified by a clear public interest. It  
is a valuable tool for the BBC because it enables the capture of 
evidence or behaviour that our audiences wquld not otherwise see or 
hear. Flowever, secret recording should normally be a method of last 
resort.
The intrusion in the gathering and transmission of secret recording 
must be proportionate to the public interest it serves. Where there is 
a higher legitimate expectation of privacy, the BBC requires a higher 
public interest test to be achieved before recording secretly. Such 
situations include, but are not limited to:

• Secret recording in a private place where the public do not 
have access

• Secret recording of medical treatments
• Secret recording of identifiable people in grief or under 

extremes of stress both in public and semi-public places.

The following guidelines on Approval apply to any proposal to secretly 
record, whether for news, factual or comedy and entertainment 
purposes.

7 .4 .1 1  Any proposal to carry out secret recording must be referred to 
Editorial Policy prior to approval by the relevant senior editoriai figure 
in the division or, for independents, by the commissioning editor.
The gathering and broadcast of secretly recorded material is always a 
b^o-stage process, requiring a justification for any intrusion at each 
stage. So, the decision to gather is always taken separately from the 
decision to transmit.

A record must be kept of the approval process, even if the request Is 
turned down or the material gathered isn't broadcast. Each division Is 
responsible for maintaining Its own siecret recording records to enable 
the BBC to monitor and review its use across all output.
Anv decegtion required to obtain secretly recorded material (beyond
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Notes

the concealing of recording equipment) should be the minimum 
necessary and proportionate to the subject matter and must be 
referred to the relevant senior editorial figure or, for independents, to 
the commissioning editor.

When proposing to carry out secret recording outside the UK, we 
should be aware that the laws relating to privacy vary around the 
world.

Finding C ontributors

3 .4 .7  We should make checks to establish the credentials of our 
contributors and to avoid being "hoaxed". The nature of these checks 
should be appropriate to the nature and significance of their 
contribution, the content arid the genre.
We should consider whether It Is appropriate to make more In depth 
checks about people who are the main subject of, or who are to make 
a significant contribution to, the output. This may include ensuring 
they are interviewed, and if necessary checked by, more than one 
member of the production team using a combination of the following:

• documentary evidence to validate their identity and story
• corroboration from people other than those suggested by the 

contributor
• seif declaration of personal information that may bring the BBC

Secret recording must be justified by a clear public Interest. It  is a 
valuable tool for the BBC because it enables the capture of evidence 
or behaviour that our audiences would not otherwise see or hear.

The intrusion in the gathering and transmission of secret recording 
must be proportionate to the public interest it serves. Where there is a 
higher legitimate expectation of privacy, the BBC requires a higher 
public interest test to be achieved before recording secretly.

Lisa Ausden discusses what we need to ask ourselves when justifying 
the use of secret filming. .

Lisa Ausden:
We have to ask ourselves, 'Are we prepared to do this?' because 
secret filming is the last resort. Is there any other way that we could 
have gathered this material? What would have happened if we had 
filmed openly? Now, rogues, if you look at the dictionary definition, are 
dishonest or unprincipled people. They are liars and they are 
motivated by money. If I said to them, 'Would you mind if we openly 
filmed you displaying the tricks of your trade?' I think I know the 
answer. And I think they would not behave in the same way. It's a 
really, really important tool to expose people who are guilty of 
antisocial behaviour and it's in the public interest to do that.

Lisa Ausden:
The most important thing is prima facie evidence, and that is the 
testimony, the documentation, the experience of individuals who may 
have suffered at the Hands of a rogue trader, of anti-social or criminal 
behaviour. But over and above that, I  would look also for an MO, a 
modus operand!, the way that this rogue may t>perate. So, you're 
looking for a pattern of behpviour. Do they turn up at someone's 
house and immediately say they have to go off and get a part? Are 
they really good at wasting time? Do they always want to use an 
expensive piece of kit to solve a problem? You're looking for things 
that make you more confident about the idea that this isn't a one-off, 
the experience you've been told about -  it's something this person 
does habitually, time and time again. Then over and above that, I 
would look for other sources of a problem with that particular person, 
that rogue. Are trading standards aware of that person? Are there 
trade organisations who know about them? Has that person got CCJs, 
that's county court judgements, against them? These are all things 
that build up a picture about someone that make you think, 'Well I 
think that person has the potential to be a rogue' and that this isn't a 
one-off. The last thing you want to do is film someone who's just had 
a bad day, because you won't get the result if it's who in a one-off 
situation underperformed.

Lisa Ausden:
When a whistleblower comes forward purporting to have worked for a 
particular company, you do need to do a few basics, actually, and one 
of those is to check that they really did work for that company, so that 
may mean asking to look at a wage slip, or a P45 just to satislV 
yourself that they really, really did work there. It's also very important 
to try to get another whistleblower on board to corroborate what 
they're saying, and preferably someone that they don't know, because 
if it's someone who they do know, they may have had a conversation 
together. It's much stronger evidence if you can get independent 
testimony from someone else who worked at the company as well.
You also need to understand the whistleblowers motivation for coming 
forward. You know, 'Why has someone come to us now? Why have 
they got it in for the company?' if you like. 'Do they have an axe to 
grind? Did they leave the company under dubious circumstances?' 
They might actually tell you that they left the company, but you might 
find out further down the line that actually they were sacked. And if 
you were to find that out late In the day, and maybe they were sacked 
for dishonesty, then that can effect the strength of the programme, 
because that calls into question the integrity of that person and what 
they're saying. So you need to have a really honest conversation with 
them, not necessarily right at the beginning, because you don't want 
to scare them off, but at some point you do need to say to them,
'Look this could be quite toughi because the company could attempt 
to discredit you. So, you need to tell us what's the worst thing that 
that company's going to say about you? You know, be completely 
upfront with us about everything that happened and the nature of 
your departure, because it's better that we all know it and talk about 
it now, than further down the line.'

Lisa Ausden:
What you secretly film and what you end up broadcasting are two 
completely different parts of the equation. The one thing you can know 
for sure about secret filming is that you don't know what's going to 
happen. You might go along and secretly film, you might get exactly 
what you were hoping for, you might get very little a t all, you might 
get nothing. You might get loads more than you thought you were 
going to get, or you might get something that you completely don't 
understand. So what you have to do is take stock of all of that, come 
away from the situation, and look at the material and think really hard 
about the strength of what you've got. What Is It that you've actually 
got from that secret filming exercise?

We were filming some television aerial fitters in a house who we 
believed to be rogues, and our householder had left the room, and the 
two aerial men were in the sitting room. There was a bit of whispering 
going on, then one of the aerial men went behind the television and 
did something, then he left the house and he threw something into a 
bush. And, at the time, none of us really knew what had happened, so 
it was only afterwards when we could go back and look at the rushes,

7.4.11 Any proposal to carry out secret recording must be 
referred to Editorial Policy prior to approval by the relevant 
senior editorial figure in the division or, for independents, by 
the commissioning editor.

The gathering and broadcast of secretly recorded material is always a 
two-stage process, requiring a justification for any intrusion at each 
stage. So, the decision to gather is always taken separately from the 
decision to transmit.

A record must be kept of the approval process, even if the request is 
turned down or the material gathered isn't broadcast. Each division is 
responsible for maintaining Its own secret recording records to enable 
the BBC to monitor and review Its use across all output.

7.4.13 Secret recording must be justified by a clear public interest. It  
is a valuable tool for the BBC because it enables the capture of 
evidence or behaviour that our audiences would not otherwise see or 
hear. However, secret recording should normally be a method of last 
resort.

The intrusion in the gathering and transmission of secret recording 
must be prpportionate to the public interest it serves. Where there is 
a higher legitimate expectation of privacy, the BBC requires a higher 
public interest test to be achieved before recording secretly. Such 
situations include, but are not limited to:

• Secret recording in a private place where the public do not 
have access

• Secret recording of medical treatments

• Secret recording of identifiable people In grief or under 
extremes of stress both in public and semi-public places.
