I would 
urge ALL reporters and camera operators to respect the families wishes for privacy 
at this very difficult time. Please be aware that the matter has also been raised with 
the Press Complaints Commission.

We have teams of Family Liaison Officers supporting the families at this time and 
working with them to consider creating tributes and issuing photographs once formal 
identification is complete. As and when this information is passed through Police 
Press Office we will proactively let you know asap. We understand your frustrations 
but please be patient.
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
