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BOGUS cab driver Jaylyn 
Samuel, who iured young 
women to Ms cab and sex­
ually assaulted them, this 
week started a four-year 
prison term.

His sentencing at Luton 
Crown Court will have 
brought some comfort to 
V ils  v i c t i m s ,  who thought 
tiiey were stepping into a 
taxi and a s a f e  Journey 
home.

The terrifying attacks hap­
pened in Bedford four years 
ago. At the time 
B e d f o r d s h i r e  o n  S u n d a y  

broke the story, one of the 
young women involved, a 
student, told us of her 
ordeal, which prompted a 
second female to launch a 
similar complaint.

Then 21, she was tvith a 
group of people at a 
nightclub celebrating a 
friend’s birthday.

She left alone at around 
2,15am and got into a car 
outside Mill Street. She told 
B o S  at the time: "I assumed 
it was a taxi because it was 
waiting outside tlie Mission 
nightclub. I asked the driver 
to take me to my home 
address.

“I only realised we were 
going in the wrong direc­
tion when we crossed the 
Town Bridge. I said ‘talce me 
home’.

"He said he had to go 
somewhere first. By the 
time we got to the round­
about by Rope Walk he had 
started trying to touch me.

"He kept ti-ying to put his

hand between my legs. I 
kept trying to push him off 
and I belted him on the side 
of the head.’’

The student called 999 on 
her mobile phone as the car 
reached London Road.

“I was screaming and I 
shouted the name of a shop 
we passed," she said. The

call was disconnected when 
the driver tried to grab the 
handset.

“He drove all the way to 
Elstow. I called my 
ex-boyfriend but the driver 
grabbed the phone off me 
and spoke to him.

“I think he drove into a 
housing estate. I opened the

car door to get out but he 
stopped the car and pushed 
me out.

“I think I panicked him by 
making so much noise. He 
reversed back really quicldy 
and two girls came and got 
me. I tliink they had just got 
back from a night out.

"We were hiding for a 
good five minutes while he 
was drmng around. After 
he went, the girls put me in 
a taxi, paid the fare and took 
me to my friend in the town 
centre.”

Samuel carried out tŵ o of 
the attacks on successive 
Saturdays after parldng his 
black BMW car outside a 
nightclub, loiowang young 
girls would be coming out 
having had a lot to drink.

At crown court this week, 
Judge Michael Kay was told 
how detectives in Bedford

were quicldy able to identify 
the defendant and arrested 
him the following day at his 
home in Ashburnham 
Court in Bedford.

Prosecutor Laura
Blackband told how, on 
April 3 -  a week before -  a 
second woman had been in 
Bedford drinking and 
ended up at The Mission.

She said she had got in the 
back of a BMW thinldng it 
was a taxi. Miss Blackband 
said this victim told detec­
tives how the defendant 
had stopped the car close to 
a children’s play area and 
tlten ‘jumped on top of her’ 
fondling her breasts over 
the top of her clotlies and 
trying to pull down her 
Jeans. She escaped by lack­
ing him in the stomach.

Miss Blackband said as a
