Th is morning (9 Ju ly  2009) the Com m issioner, S ir  Pau l S tephenson, d iscussed  an article 
in The Guard ian new spaper regarding the alleged a ccess  of phone m essages and data:

He said: "C learly I am  aw are of th is story and I th ink a s  everybody knows this re lates to 
an investigation that the M P S  undertook back in 2006. That investigation w as 
undertaken by the Spec ia lis t Operations D irectorate a s  it related very much to a matter 
of com plaint from the Royal Household.

"As a result o f that I have asked Ass istant Com m iss ioner John Ya te s to establish the 
facts of that ca se  and look into that detail and I would anticipate making a statement 
later today perhaps."

I have been asked by the Com m iss ioner today to establish the facts around our inquiry 
into the alleged unlawful tapping of m obile phones by C live  Goodm an and G len 
Mulcaire. I w as not involved in the original ca se  and clearly com e at th is with an 
independent mind.

Just by w ay o f background. In Decem ber 2005, the Met received com plaints that m obile 
phones had been illegally tapped.

W e identified that Goodm an and M ulca ire were engaged in a sophisticated and w ide 
ranging consp iracy to gather private and personal data, principally about high profile 
figures. C learly  they benefited financia lly from these matters.
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O ur inquiries found that these two men had the ability to illegally intercept mobile phone 
vo ice mails, com m only known as  phone tapping.

The ir potential targets may have run into hundreds of people, but our inquiries showed 
that they only used the tactic aga inst a far sm alle r num ber of individuals.

In January 2007, Goodm an and M ulca ire were ja iled for four and s ix  months, guilty to 
consp iring to unlawfully intercept communications. ...

M ulca ire a lso  p leaded guilty to an additional five charges relating to sim ilar matters.

On sentencing the two men, M r Justice  G ro ss at the O ld Ba iley sa id the ca se  w as "not 
about press freedom, it w as about a grave, inexcusab le  and illegal invasion of privacy."

The po lice investigation w as com plex and w as carried out in c lo se  lia ison with the Crown 
Prosecution Service, Sen io r Counse l and the te lephone com pan ies concerned.

The technical cha llenges posed to the serv ice  providers to establish that there had in 
fact been interception were very, very, significant.

It is important to recognise that our enquiries showed that in the vast majority of ca se s 
there w as insufficient ev idence to show  that tapping had actually been achieved.

W here there w as c lear ev idence that people had been the subject o f tapping, they were 
all contacted by the police.

These  people were m ade aware o f the potential com prom ise to their phones and offered 
preventative advice.

A fter extensive consultation with the C P S  and Counse l, on ly a few were subsequently 
identified a s  w itnesses in the proceedings that followed.

I sa id  earlier in th is statement that these two men were engaged in a sophisticated and 
w ide ranging consp iracy to gather personal data about high profile figures. O ne w as a 
private detective and one w as a journalist. It is reasonab le  therefore to expect them to 
be in possess ion  of data about such matters a s  it's part and parcel of their job.

I em phas ise  that our enquiries w ere so le ly  concerned with phone tapping. This, a s  far as 
we are aware, affected a much sm alle r pool of people.

There has been a lot of m edia com m ent today about the then Deputy Prim e M inister 
John Prescott. Th is investigation has not uncovered any ev idence to suggest that John 
Prescott's phone had been tapped.

Th is ca se  has been subject o f the m ost careful investigation by very experienced 
detectives. It has a lso  been scrutin ised in detail by both the C P S  and leading Counse l. 
They have carefu lly exam ined all the ev idence and prepared the indictments that they 
considered appropriate.

No additional ev idence has com e to light s in ce  this ca se  has concluded.
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I therefore consider that no further investigation is required.

However, I do recogn ise  the very real concerns, expressed today by a num ber o f ..
people, who believe that their privacy may have been intruded upon.

I therefore need to ensure that w e have been diligent, reasonab le  and sensib le, and 
taken all proper steps to ensure that where we have ev idence  that people have been the 
subject o f any form of phone tapping, or that there is any susp ic ion that they might have 
been, that they have been informed.

Follow ing on from a statement yesterday by A C  John Ya te s in relation to the M R S  
investigation into unlawful mobile phone tapping by C live  Goodm an and G len M ulcaire 
the Met has this evening (10/7/2009) begun contacting a num ber o f people.

A C  Y a te s sa id yesterday that he wanted to ensure that the Met has been diligent and 
sensib le, and taken all proper steps to ensure - that where we have ev idence that people 
have been the subject of any form of phone tapping by Goodm an or Mulcaire, or that 
there is any susp ic ion that they might have been by the two men - that they have been 
informed.

The processs of contacting people is currently underway and we expect th is to take 
som e time to complete.

W e note the contents of the Se lect Com m ittee report.

The investigation and subsequent prosecution of C live  Goodm an & G len M ulca ire w as 
carried out in lia ison with the Crown Prosecution Serv ice  and Q ueen 's Counse l.

The final indictment w as the subject o f careful deliberation and represented the full 
range of crim inality committed to attract the maximum penalty if proven.

Dec is ions taken in 2006 regarding the scope  of the investigation were based on 
ava ilab le  evidence, the likelihood of securing successfu l prosecutions and the policing 
resources ava ilab le  at the time.

S in ce  then no new evidence has com e to light to justify any further investigation, a view  
endorsed by bb|h the M P S  and the D PP . Consequently  th is ca se  rem ains closed.

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In response to the statement re leased by former Hom e Secretary A lan  Johnson an M R S  
spokesm an said:

"In Decem ber 2005, the Met received com plaints that m obile phones had been illegally 
tapped.

M ulca ire being ja iled in January  2007 for consp iring to unlawfully intercept ...
com m unications. Th is brought an end to the investigation.

In the adv ice  the C P S  said: "In summary, I do not consider that there is now any 
ev idence  that would reach the threshold for prosecution set out in the Code  for Crown 
Prosecutors. In my opinion there is insufficient ev idence to provide a realistic prospect of 
conviction against any person identified in the New  Y o rk  T im es article. In fact I consider 
that the ava ilab le ev idence fa lls well below that threshold." ....

The M P S  has today (26 January  2011) received significant new information from News 
International relating to a llegations of phone hacking at the News of the W orld in 
2005/06.

A s  a result, the M P S  is launching a new investigation to consider th is material. Th is work 
will be carried out by the Spec ia lis t C rim e D irectorate which has been investigating a 
related phone hacking allegation sin ce  Septem ber 2010.

D iscuss ions have taken p lace with the D irector of Pub lic  Prosecutions in relation to the 
recently announced role of A lison  Levitt Q C . It has been agreed that her task will 
continue and she  will eva luate any new ev idence  and adv ise  as to the progress of the 
investigation.

The original phone hacking investigation w as undertaken by the Counter Terrorism  
Com m and in Spec ia lis t Operations. However, in v iew  of their current workload and the 
continuing 'Severe ' threat level, it has been agreed that it is no longer appropriate to 
divert them or Acting Deputy Com m iss ioner John Ya te s from their main duties and 
responsib ilities. Accordingly, th is new investigation will be led by Deputy A ss is tan t 
Com m iss ioner Sue  A ke rs  from the Spec ia lis t C rim e Directorate.
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W e will not be making any further com m ents at th is stage.

The new evidence recently provided by News International is being considered 
alongside material a lready in the Metropolitan Po lice  Se rv ice 's  (M PS ) possess ion  to 
determ ine which lines o f enquiry should be pursued as priorities. A t the sam e time, all 
actions and dec is ions taken by the previous investigation are being reviewed and all the 
ev idence  gathered to date is being checked to ensure  it is catalogued correctly and 
accurately. ......

Having begun an ana lys is of the docum ents se ized  in 2006 alongside the new evidence, 
the team  have been ab le to m ake som e links not previously identified. A s  a result, the 
team have a lso  identified som e indiv iduals w ho w ere previously advised that there w as 
little or no information held by the M P S  relating to them within the ca se  papers and 
exhib its and this is now being reviewed.

A t th is stage, there is no ev idence  to suggest that their vo ice  m ails w ere hacked but this 
will be an important and immediate new line of enquiry. A s  a result detectives are taking 
urgent steps to adv ise  them of th is deve lopm ent at the earliest opportunity. If any others 
are identified as possib le  v ictim s in due course  they will a lso  be contacted.

Deputy A ss is tan t Com m iss ioner Sue  Akers, leading the new investigation, said:
"I am consc ious there rem ains significant interest in th is ca se  and w e are determ ined to 
ensure that w e conduct a robust and thorough investigation which will follow the 
ev idence  trail to its conclusion.

"W e will build on the previous comm itm ent to all those v ictim s w hose  phones we a lready 
have reasonab le  ev idence to believe may have been hacked by establish ing or renewing 
contact with them. W ith th is new investigation we will be a s  open as we can be and will 
show  them all the information we hold about them, while giving them the opportunity to 
tell us anything that may be of concern to them.

"In time, we will go beyond th is group of ind iv iduals and m ake contact with everyone who
