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TRANS MEDIA WATCH -  ADDITIONAL SUBMISSION TO THE LEVESON INQUIRY -  FEBRUARY 2012

A. Introduction

Trans Media Watch (TMW) wishes to make this additional submission to the Leveson Inquiry into 
press standards, ethics and culture. It follows the submission made by TMW to the Inquiry in January 
2012^ and the oral evidence given by Helen Belcher to the Inquiry on behalf of TMW on 8 February 
2012.

In our original submission, TMW explained some of the various ways that the press uses to 
misrepresent the trans and intersex communities, including themes such as "trans as fraud", "trans 
as undeserving" and "trans as deviant". We feel it will be useful for the Inquiry to review the 
coverage of trans issues in the press, specifically but not exclusively from The Sun and the Mail 
newspapers, since 8 February.

In summary:

• The press has published two main stories featuring trans people over the past two weeks, both 
appearing on front pages. This is in addition to the standard low level coverage that trans 
issues get in the mainstream media.

• With both there are significant concerns over misrepresentation, with corresponding effects 
on public perception of the issues.

• With both there are significant concerns over placing vulnerable people, including innocent 
children, at risk of physical violence.

The key issue is the complete lack of respect shown to trans people. Far from mending their ways 
and reporting trans stories more sensitively, as claimed in person before the Inquiry^ the press has 
shown a distasteful rush to objectify and sensationalise these stories in a way that places real 
people in real danger.

Appendix B shows that 34 articles have been published in the national press in the two and a half 
weeks between 9 and 25 February, significantly more than the average of 6.5 per week before then. 

We, in common with a large portion of the trans community, now believe that the significantly 
increased level of scrutiny given to trans issues by the press, and the increased prominence of 
coverage since 8 February is directly linked to Helen Belcher's appearance before the Inquiry.

B. Background

Trans M a n

A story about a trans man who had given birth broke in the national media on 12 February^. The Sun 
placed a request for information into their article. The effect was that hundreds of trans men across 
the country became fearful of being outed. Our previous submission made clear reference to the 
damage that is often caused by such outings.

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Caroline Lucas MP tabled an Early Day Motion^ in the House of Commons on 20 February 
condemning The Sun for their actions. TMW's correspondence with the Press Complaints 
Commission (PCC) indicated that they shared our concerns over some perceived major breaches of 
the Editors' Code, specifically in terms of privacy, discrimination and protection of children.

The Mail published an opinion piece by Bel Mooney on 14 February^. One trans man who had given 
birth (hereinafter referenced as 'B ') was partially identified by the Mail on Sunday in front page news 
on 19 February®, despite him not wanting any coverage.

Trans Child

A story about a child who had been diagnosed with gender dysphoria at an early age (hereinafter 
referenced as 'Z') broke in the national media on 20 February. This made front page news in The Sun 
under the headling "Boy, 5 , w h o  lives as g iri"^ . The Daily Mail® published Z's birth certificate -  and 
the family were clearly identified, together with information about Z's school. TMW's 
communications with the PCC indicated they were also concerned about the publication of Z's birth 
certificate. The story was widely reported across the press, and articles often allowed comments 
from the public. This showed an alarming level of misunderstanding and abuse, including posts that 
could be interpreted as death threats.

The Mail published four further pieces related to this story, on 21 February®, 22 February^, 25
February^^ and 26 February^^. The 21 February article was written by a medical doctor, and while he 
demonstrated a limited understanding of gender issues, he did question whether details of a child 
should be made public in this way. The 25 February article was based on the premise that gender 
dysphoria never afflicts young children.

Dominic Mohan stated to the Inquiry on 9 January 2012 "/ d o  b e l ie v e  t h a t  th e  S u n  c a n  b e  a  r e a l  

p o w e r fu l  fo r c e  f o r  g o o d " ^ ^ . On 6 February Paul Dacre answered "Y es"  to the question " S o m e  w o u ld

C. Misrepresentation

In both occasions, the press concentrated on the sensational part of the story at the expense of any 
real, background information to place it in any kind of context. This is further evidence of Polly 
Toynbee's recent claim in the Guardian that journalists " a r e  h ir e d  to  d o  th e ir  m a s t e r s '  b id d in g , e v e n  

w h e n  t h a t  ca n  m e a n  s p r e a d in g  d is in fo r m a t io n  a n d  d is r e g a r d in g  e v id e n c e ”^^.

Trans M a n

Trans men have given birth for yearŝ ®. Research^  ̂ has shown that children who grow up with their 
trans parents are generally very well adjusted and have few behavioural problems. The real danger 
to children is family breakup, something which the prevailing culture in the UK, reinforced by press 
coverage, sadly makes all too common when a trans parent starts to transition.

Underlying B's story is a theme that trans people are not "real" unless they choose to conform to 
gender stereotypes -  as demonstrated by Bel Mooney's use of the terms " fr e a k is h ” and "r e v o i t in g " . 

In this case the press has created then played on a sense of disgust which essentially reduces 
someone to the status of their genitals. Having created an environment where the press constantly 
talks about "sex swap" and "sex change" (despite the protestations of most of the trans community) 
it then sets up a straw man argument about how these "changes" are somehow flawed. When trans 
men have the chance to present their own viewpoints^®, outlining the sacrifices made and the 
rationale behind their decisions, any public disgust frequently disappears.

It may be useful here to reference Dominic Mohan's evidence to the Inquiry on 7 February, where he 
stated " th e r e  w a s  a n o th e r  e x a m p ie  ia s t  y e a r  w h e r e  w e  h a d  a  p ie c e  a b o u t  a  tr a n s s e x u a i  o p e ra b 'o n  

w h ic h  h a d  ta k e n  p ia c e  o n  a  c h iid 's  1 6 th  b ir th  a n d  i a c tu a iiy  r e c e iv e d  a  i e t t e r  o f  th a n k s  f r o m  th e  h e a d  

o f  th e  M e r m a id s  c h a r i ty  w h o  p r a is e d  th e  w a y  th a t  w e 'd  r e p o r te d  t h a t  S o  i th in k  w e 'v e  im p r o v e d  -  

w e 'v e  r a is e d  o u r  [ g a m e ]  in  t e r m s  o f  t r a n s g e n d e r  r e p o r tin g ." ^ ^

The communication Dominic Mohan references would have been sent by Susie Green, chair of 
Mermaids. Ms Green sent TMW a copy of her email, where she writes " T h e  o n iy  p a r t  t h a t  w e  w e r e  

n o t  k e e n  o n  w a s  th e  h e a d i in e  a s  i t  in c iu d e d  th e  w o r d s  S e x  S w a p , b u t  in t h e  a r tic ie  i t s e i f  J a c k ie  w a s  

t r e a t e d  w i th  c o m p a s s io n  a n d  r e s p e c t ,  f e m a i e  p r o n o u n s  w e r e  u s e d  a t  a ii t im e s  a n d  a t  n o  p o in t  w a s  

s h e  r e fe r r e d  to  a s  m a ie  in  a n y  w a y . T h is  w a s  e x c e lle n t,  a n d  w a s  a lso  r e f l e c te d  In th e  v e r y  p o s ib 'v e  

o n lin e  c o m m e n t s  f r o m  m e m b e r s  o f  th e  p u b lic ."

However, after quoting the original email Ms Green adds, with reference to the article of 12 
February, the good coverage by the journalist in the original article " d o e s  n o t ,  h o w e v e r ,  g iv e  th e m  

th e  r ig h t  to  c o n d u c t  a  w i tc h  h u n t  a n d  j u s t i f y  i t  b y  s a y in g  h o w  w e ll  t h e y  d id  b e fo r e .  T o ta lly  d i s g u s te d  

w ith  th e ir  c o n d u c t ."
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Trans Child

As stated in TMW's previous submission, the median age of trans people being aware that they are 
different is 7. Many trans people state that they were aware of their gender identity at the ages of 3 
and 4. Studies indicate that gender awareness often starts at around 18 months^”. So the proposal 
that a child can be aware of their gender identity at the age of 3 is not unknown or improbable, 
contrary to the theme presented in the press.

The articles about Z were often written in such a way as to indicate an immediate and irrevocable 
change based on her fascination with a female cartoon character. The reality is likely to be very 
different, involving obvious distress, months of counselling, and a recognition that Z may change her 
mind.

It is also clear from many comments that the treatment currently being offered is completely 
misunderstood, with many references to surgery. If Z's dysphoria continues, it is possible that she 
will be offered fully reversible hormone blockers as puberty starts. No surgical decisions will be 
made until Z is deemed to have reached an age of maturity -  this will typically be around 18. The 
effects of the hormone blockers are completely reversible^^ as has been known for many years in the 
treatment of, for example, precocious puberty, in contrast to what was alleged in the Mail article of 
25 February. However, it is clear that many commentators assumed that surgery on a 5-year-old was 
actively being contemplated or had already been completed.

D. Safety

The irony of The Sun complaining about the intrusion into their working practices^^ and then on the 
same day calling for intrusion into the private lives of trans men is not lost on the trans community.

The publication of details relating to children is particularly problematic. In B's case, the baby is not 
complicit in any aspect of this story, yet B believes he is easily identified by the details published, and 
now feels substantially more vulnerable than he did in the months before the articles were 
published. In short, he believes that the press have significantly increased the risk of danger to him 
and his child. The Mail on Sunday requested B provide further details until the PCC intervened.

Earlier in the submission we stated that Z had been clearly identified, together with the school she 
was attending. We also stated that there had been published threats that could be interpreted as 
vicious and hateful. It is TMW's view that the prominence given to Z's story has greatly increased the 
risk of violent crime against the family and, potentially, the primary school she attends.

TMW recognises that many more children report gender variant episodes than turn out to be trans. 
However, when a child expresses a strong level of distress about their gender, severe psychological 
issues can result if left untreated^^. It is entirely possible that Z may decide as she grows older that 
she wishes to revert to being a boy. If that scenario does arise, the level of press exposure is likely to 
make that decision far harder to take. There is significant concern about giving someone this young
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so much exposure, especially when they are vulnerable. Paradoxically this is concern that the press 
has also expressed, but their rush to publish seems to be paramount.

In our previous submission we referenced our research that indicated that around 34% of trans 
people had attempted suicide at some point. This is in line with other surveys -  a US-based survey in 
2010 indicating a rate of 41%^ .̂ It is worth noting that the suicide rates when trans people are placed 
on suitable courses of treatment reduce to the national average. An article that calls into question 
treatment options for trans people on unsubstantiated grounds is increasing the likelihood that 
vulnerable and desperate people will attempt suicide.

In particular, with children who show distress around their gender identity, the parents are usually 
very worried about the behaviour of their children. The Tavistock Clinic's own data^  ̂ points to 
around 23% of children aged 12 and over referred to them had previously engaged in self-harming 
behaviour. The Mail's reporter provided GIRES with the information that, following the clinic's 
treatments, this rate had reduced to 1%, well below the national average of 7%. By seeking to 
discredit the non-interventionist approach of the Tavistock Clinic, is the Mail seriously saying that 
these parents and children should not have expertise acquired over many years available to them?

In both these cases the press deemed the safety of innocent children to be unimportant while 
giving opportunity for people, informed only by press stereotyping, to make vicious judgements.

The "monstering" of trans people generally, as outlined in the previous section, also significantly 
increases the risk of violence towards trans and intersex people, or indeed anyone who deviates 
sufficiently from "gender norms" to have their identity called into question. This is vicious behaviour 
with a potentially vicious result.

E. Press Rationale

TMW believes that the "public interest" defence mounted by the press does not excuse the stress 
caused or the damage done to the lives of others not connected to the stories. It is clear from 
comments made by Mr Dinsmore^® that The Sun (at least) believes that the primary right is the right 
of free speech, no matter what damage it does to people not directly connected with the story. It 
also seems clear that he believes in the stereotypical image of trans people his paper reinforces to 
the general public.

With regards to B's case, B has told TMW that he made one statement to the reporter who had 
doorstepped him, but the rest of the quotes were lifted from postings he had made on the internet. 
The article was written as though it had his full co-operation. It did not. In finding comments on the 
internet by B, the reporters must have viewed many other posts that indicated that the situation was 
not unique, and was also significantly more nuanced than they chose to ultimately present.

Of significant concern is the apparent attitude of the Mail in particular to science in general. 
Research over the past 20 or 30 years has consistently shown that gender identity is fixed at an early
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age, and that the triadic treatment path (psychotherapy, endocrine and surgical) has been proven to 
have an extremely high success rate^^ - and trying to use psychotherapeutic effects to dissuade trans 
people from transitioning (aka  reparative therapy) has a very poor success rate.

Yet the Mail continues to publish opinion articles questioning the use of public funds^®, and 
reinforcing the idea of a self-serving "industry" that encourages transsexualism^®. It has no scientific 
basis for doing this, preferring instead to posit its articles on a sense of outrage and so-called 
"common sense". It points to statistics such as the increasing number of children being referred to 
the Tavistock Clinic, completely ignoring the oft-reported childhood experiences of thousands of 
trans people in their 40s, 50s and older. The three opinion pieces published by the Mail on 14 
February, 22 February and 25 February all fit this mould. Nowhere is there any alternative proven 
treatment proposed, and nowhere is there any acknowledgement of the ability of trans people to 
successfully contribute to society following current treatment protocols®®.

In the article of 25 February, there also is a conflation between transsexualism and some unspecified, 
perceived risk when questioning the validity of the workshops run by Gendered Intelligence. 
Secondary school teachers can be as young as 22. The Mail's statement is a clear insinuation that 
trans people are, somehow, dangerous in a way that other people are not.

Even when an article does attempt to debunk the media's stereotypical viewpoint®^ the comments 
indicate that the damage has already been done.

This press behaviour also runs completely counter to the spirit, if not the letter, of the Editors' Code 
which is supposed to prevent discrimination against people on the grounds of gender identity. This 
is "monstering" of trans people, pure and simple.

It is TMW's view that, when attempting to shape or frame an argument about public policy, the press 
has a responsibility to report the issues accurately and fairly. The Editors' Code only allows these 
articles to be challenged through the PCC if there is inaccuracy. The voices of the few trans people 
brave enough to post to online comment pages have been drowned out in a torrent of abuse and 

vitriol. There is no effective right of reply.

While the trans community feels under the spotlight particularly since 12 February, it should be 
borne in mind that, given the lack of any substantive basis for the behaviour of the press, any 
vulnerable and marginalised minority could also fall victim to this level of misrepresentation with 
similar lack of redress in the future.

The fertility experts are telling US that th© rriGchanics Of the 'man' giving birth are quite simple:womb, egg and donorsperm. Bingo! 
Another child can be brought into the vyorld v/ithout anyone considering the damage such an abnormal beginning could have on that child's future welfare. Another child facing a future of questions, confusion and potential psychological disturbance.
Another child conceived because an adult believed there is a divine right to have a baby — no matter who you are, what gender, what age, where you live, what your marital state is, what your income and whether you have the mental and emotional qualifications for giving the child the best possible life.
Some may say: 'So what?' But we, as a society, have to care. The birth of a child does not happen in isolation. Each family unit (no matter how small) is a part ofthewhole.
Similarly, each shift in what we expect and accept has a ripple effect on the welfare of society —just as the Chinese philosophers believed that the flutter of a butterfly's wings here causes a storm

Sometimes, removing stigma and taboo can seem to represent an advance intoleranceaswellas human rights. Yet we also know (to our cost) how the pushing back ot boundaries leaves us with little to shore up the very fabric of our civilisation.
Regular readers of my Saturday advice column in the Mail will know me to be a very tolerant person, with an understanding of human needs and weakness
Since I mostly see life in shades of grey, I tend to give people the benefit ofthe doubt. But that does not mean their needs and weaknesses shouldn’t always be examined and questioned.
And I believe this latest example of the wilful human assumption that we can all do exactly what we like challenges the most basic beliefs about what is ’normal' and what will contribute to the greater good.
'Why am I so unsettled by a news-paper picture of American Thomas Beattie hugging his tiny daughter Susan, while displaying a vast abdomen pregnant with his next child?
Most people will surely regard this as just plain weird — evenrevolting. This is not prejudice. Such a reaction speaks from an innate feeling about men and women, their roles, family life — about what is 'natural'.
The truth is that our deeply held assumptions about normality are the yardstick by which we measure how people act. Just as we talk about 'freak' snow in May, we regard a motherwho is cruel to her child to be abnormal. Norms are the bedrock; they give us stability.
■yes, certain people will always rebel against them, and scientists will (rightly) always attempt to break new ground — by cloning sheep, for example. IVF (which may well have helped this manAvoman to have a baby) has given countless married couples the chance of happiness with a much-wanted child.
The fear of'tampering with nature' is meaningless when we consider medical advances. Yet, all such advances must always be subject to ethical scrutiny.
The fact that something is biologically possible doesn't make it good. Does a woman in her 60s have the 'right' to have a child?Does a manAvoman have the 'right' to bear a child who will find out one day that it grew in Daddy's tummy and, therefore. Daddy is really 'Mummy'?
Though increasing numbers of children are brought up in mixed and 'melded' families, there are some situations that will always cause

Even Elton John has confessed he is worried that the son who makes him (and partner David Furnish) happy could later be stigmatised because he has two daddies, one of them famous. Already he is concerned about how he will tell the child where he came from.
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John has admitted he is ci :on mination for having two fathi nedthat his son Zachary could

I think Elton John is bravo ana right to be so honest. He has realised that these ethical and emotional Issues are never easy. Indeed, when the welfare of a child is involved they pose almost impossible conundrums.
Two years ago, The Children's Society published results of a two-year inquiry called A Good Childhood. It conclude;d that children do best when brought up by two parents with 'a long-term commitment' to each other and that the children of separated parents are 50 per cent more likely to do badly at school and suffer 
from anxiet/ and depression.
No one can argue with such findings — which echo those of the 2006 report by the independent think-tank Institute for Public Policy Research as well as many other studies. Surely they are also common sense —which means, after all, the innate feelings we hold in common.
Though the Labour Party has done its best to brainwash us into believing that all forms offamily life are equally good, the truth is that children like to have a mum and a dad with distinct, loving roles, who stay together. Children long to be 'normal'.
The Children's Society report also made the crucial point that 'rampant individualism' in society has eaten away at personal responsibility and any sense of the common good. Isn't that at the heart of this issue of whether it's right for a man to give birth?
Those who have no problem with the idea will probably say that if the child is born to a stable couple (as in the American case), then what does it matter?
Well, it matters because other children can be cruel. Because most teenagers suffer crises of identity, and the idea of a 14-year-old discovering Daddy is really Mummy is bound to cause stress.
Itmatters because mature adults must accept that having a child is far more than a fulfilment of personal wishes and no one (not even a man with a womb) can 'have it all'.
And it matters because the welfare of adults and children alike depends on a collective acceptance ofwhatis proper,fitting and right. Which is why most of us will regard the freakish idea of a 'man' giving birth as simply beyond the pale.

The premise of the article is concern for the child, being brought into the world in such an "unnatural" 
family situation. Yet there are many single fathers, who would be appalled at the insinuation that they are 
improperly equipped to bring up children.

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The specialists explained to them that gender identitv disorder is a conflict between a person’s actual physical gender and the genderwith which that person identities.
Mrs Avery said: They told us that although he had a male body, his Drain was telling him he was a girl.'
Ahd Zach's school - Purtleet Primary in Essex- has even turned its toilet block gender-neutral to support him.
Mrs Avery added: They have charged the toilets for Key Stage 1 pupils into Unisex instead of malerfemale and they address him as a girl, which is what he wants.
When he gets a bit older, to Key Stage 2, then obviously the law changes and there will be more difficulties surrounding the bathroom issue, but we'll cross that bridge when we come to it- It may be thatZach will use the staff toilets.
We explained to the other kids at the school that Zach's body was that of a boy but in his Dram he was a girl. We said Zach was iusf happier being a girl than a boy.

Zach's birth certificate registers him as male - but he has been officiallydiagnosed with GID
'But the Other kids haven't batted an eyelid, they've accepted Zach as Zach and there's been no problems at the school with bullying.
The school has been brilliant and really, really supportive.'
When he goes to school, Zach wears a girl's trouser uniform and black boots with pink trim, which his mother said is female but still neutral.
And she said that although she misses her little boy, the family is very supportive ofZachy
Mrs Avery said: 'He just wants to be like a little girl and he's very happy with his long blonde hair, pink and red bedroom and a wardrobe full of girls' clothes.
'He likes playing with his sister's old toys but he still loves Dr Who too and playing with his brother. And we still put some neutral clothes in his wardrobe if he ever decides he wants to wearthem.
We leave it up to him to decide what he wants to do - if he changes his mind and wants to be a boy again then he does, but if he doesnt, he doesnt.
She admitted: 'I would love to have my son back, but I want him to be happy. If this is the route he wants to take - if this is what makes him happy - then so be it. I would rather him have my full support.

The Tavistock Clinic is based in an anonymous concrete buliding in North London. Once 
there, you have to go to the third fioorto find the Orweiiian-sounding Gender identitv 
Deveioprnent Unit.
The unit received £1,042,000 in funding iastyearfrorn the local healthcare Trust. In layman's 
terms, it treats patients who believe they are 'trapped in the wrong body'.
Few would associate such a place with children barely old enough to attend school.
But it emerged this weekthat a little boy called Zach Avery, just five years old, now wears his 
hair permanently in bunches after being assessed by 'experts' atthe Tavistock and 'coming 
out' as a girl.

At least four are specifically aimed at young children and teenagers. Zach's mother, Theresa, 
itseems, read about one of them in a magazine and answered an advert forthe organisation.
'That's when all this started,' says Zach's grandmother, Christine Avery, who lives in Clacton.
'All this' being the sorry saga of a boy who enjoyed dressing up in girls' clothes ending up on 
the third floor of the Tavistock Clinic.
Until shortly before his fourth birthday in Deceinber 2010, Zachy, as his inother calls hiin, 
was just a nonnal little boy.
Suddenly, it seeins, he becaine obsessed with the children's TV character Dora the Explorer, 
began wearing feinale clothes and stopped playing with his Thoinas The Tank Engine. Then, 
one day he announced: 'Muininy, I'ln a girl.'
Mrs Avety, 32, and husband Darren, 41, becaine increasingly worried about their son's 
behaviour and took hiin to see the doctor. Eventually, he was referred to the Tavistock.
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His school, Purfleet Primary, was subsequently informed thatZach would be coming to class 
as a girl. Teachers allowed him to come to class in a girl's trouser uniform and black boots 
with pink trim.
The lavatory block was made 'gender 
neutral' to accommodate his needs (the 
school say the decision to refurbish the 
toilets was taken before Zach's change).
Behind Zach's story is the inexorable rise of 
a new industry which, subsidised largely by 
the taxpayer, is touching practically every 
aspect of public policy in Britain. Those 
diagnosed with Gender Identity Disorder, for 
example, can be prioritised by local councils 
for housing as 'vulnerable' people.
Prominent among its campaign groups is 
the Gender Identity Research and Education 
Society (GIRES), created in 1997, to 
'transform attitudes in society to anyone who 
has undergone a gender change.'
It has provided 'policy advice' to the NHS, the 
Association of Chief Police Officers, the 
Crown Prosecution Service, the Department 
forChildren, Schools and Families, and the 
Home Office, which awarded the charity' a
contract to develop a 'tool kit' to help schools combat 'transphobic bullying'.
In 201 0, GIRES received Government funding of£35,11 5. The founders, Surrey couple 
Bernard and Terry Reed, whose adult daughter is a transexual, were honoured with OBEs in 
the same year.
The charity' claims that around one per cent of adults in Britain (based on their own report) — 
roughly the population of Sheffield — experience some 'degree of gendervariation' and, on 
that basis, a ty'pical primary school of 300 children would have three transgendered pupils, 
although they may not be 'out'.
Bi-monthly meetings of a trans-youth group, held at the Central School of Speech and Drama, 
near the Tavistock unit, are advertised on the GIRES website.
The sessions, according to the blurb, will cover: 'howto come out to friends, family members 
and school and work peers; improve your mental wellbeing; sex and relationships and 
educating those around us.' What age group are they aimed at? Answer: '1 3 to 25-year-old 
transpeople.'
The organisers are not from GIRES, but yet another group, called Gendered Intelligence.
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We can't answerthat because no one from Gendered Intelligence returned our calls. What 
can be revealed, however, is that Gendered Intelligence relies on a £50,000 grant from the 
equalities and human rights commission quango.
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Examine now the stoty of another boy, called Sasha, from Cambridgeshire. Sasha's parents 
are Beck Lanton, 46, and Kieran Cooper, 44, a computer software designer.
From the moment he was born, they were at pains not to lumbertheir son with the 
stereotyping they feared gender brings. So they simply called him the 'infant' and kept his 
gender a secret from all but a few close friends.
He was encouraged to play with dolls as much as Lego, slept in a neutral yellow room and 
was allowed to wear both boy's and girl's clothes. On the family Christmas card two years 
ago, Sasha was dressed in fairy wings, a pinktutu and ballet pumps.
tyliss Lanton describes going to her first mother-and-baby group in detail on her internet diary. 
When fellow parents in the group asked if Sasha was a boy or a girl, she replied: Tm not 
going to tell you.'
She recalls: 'I discovered later that I'd been described as "that loony woman" and I could 
never persuade anyone in the group to come round for coffee. They thought I was mental.'
And what about the Tavistock? According to its website, its aims — if you can decipher the 
jargon — to 'foster recognition and non-judgemental acceptance of gender identity 
problems'; 'to ameliorate [improve] associated behavioural, emotional and relationship 
difficulties' and 'encourage exploration of the mind-body relationship by promoting close 
collaboration among professionals in different specialities.'
The centre, part of the Tavistock and Portman NHS Foundation Trust, is run by Dr Domenico 
di Ceglie, a child psychiatrist, and Dr Polly Carmichael, a consultant clinical psychologist. 
Children with gender identity problems are referred here from all over the UK.
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He is the specialist who has been treating the children — some as young as 12, remember 
— taking part in the clinical trial at the Tavistock unit. His comments are refreshingly candid, 
though not, some may think, reassuring.
'The worry is that reversible treatments [such as hormone blocking drugs] can sometimes 
have irreversible effects,' he says.

He told me: 'Suppose you saw a black kid who came into your clinic and wanted to be white. 
'r/Vouldn'tyou try to understand what is happening in the child's life that is making him feel like 
that? You certainly wouldn't recommend skin-bleaching.'
He believes Gender Identity Disorder is the product of nurture, not nature — the result of'a 
dysfunctional family or cultural background.'
Another expert. Dr Jack Drescher, Clinical Associate Professor of Psychiatry at New York 
Medical College, put it like this: 'The most responsible approach, it seems to me, is to watch 
and wait to see where the child eventually ends up.'
Is this is the voice of common sense — not political correctness?
