It is difficult for the Com m ission to  send out general rem inders to  every  m em ber o f  
the new spaper and m agazine industry about the  coverage o f  such issues. This is not 
only for obvious practical reasons, bu t also because the very  purpose o f  the industry’s 
Code o f  P ractice  -  C lause 1 o f  w hich  concerns accuracy -  is to  provide a clear set o f  
rules w ith  regard  to w h ich  editors can them selves m ake decisions w ithou t recourse to 
specific guidance.

H ow ever, should  you or your constituent w ish  to  raise a com plaint about a particular 
article, relating  to descriptions o f  legal or illegal gun ow nership, w e w ou ld  -  o f  course 
-  be  happy to  look  at it further. I enclose copies o f  our com plaints literature, w hich  I 
hope w ill be  useful.
